Repentance Requires Change

A. To repent is to turn from evil

1. Thayer: “to change one’'s mind for
the better, heartily to amend with
abhorrence of one’s past sins”

2. W. E. Vine says “this change of
mind involves both a turning from
sin and a turning to God”

Repentance Requires Change

B. Cease the sin

1. Matthew 12:41 - “... they repented at
the preaching of Jonah”

2. Jonah 3:6-10-"... they furned from
their evil way”

C.Ilf there is no change, there is no
repentance

1. Revelation 9:20-21 - “nor did they
repent ..."”
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Repentance Requires Change

D. Far more than:

1. “Reporting” what you've done
2. Being sorry about the sin

3. Mere change, without being sorry

We Are Accountable For Self

A. We are each judged according to our
own actions

1. Il Corinthians 5:10 — “so that each one
may receive ..."

2. Romans 14:12 - "... each of us will
give an account of himself to God
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Things That Do Not Cover Sin

A. Who you are
1. cf. Ezekiel 33:23-29 — “the land is surely
given us to possess”
B. Good talk
1. cf. Ezekiel 33:30-33 - “... they hear what
you say, but they will not do it”
C. Merely listening to the truth

1. See again Ezekiel 33:30-33 - “... hear
what the word is that comes from the
Lord”

Repent of your sins
» Acts 3:19 — "Repent therefore, and turn
again, that your sins may be blotted

out”
Confess that Jesus is the Son of God
* Romans 10:9-10 - “... because, if you

confess with your mouth that Jesus is
Lord and believe in your heart that God
raised him from the dead, you will be
saved. 10 For with the heart one
believes and is justified, and with the
mouth one confesses and is saved.”
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What God Wants You To Do
Be immersed in water
» Acts 2:38 — “And Peter said to them,
‘Repent and be baptized every one of
you in the name of Jesus Christ for the
forgiveness of your sins, and you will
receive the gift of the Holy Spirit."”
Remain faithful
